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Abstract: In response to Jaegwon Kim’s causal exclusion problem, Jim Woodward (2008) and Christian List and Peter Menzies (2009) have looked to interventionist theories of causation for an answer. This is the right way to go, but they take a wrong turn, getting lost in issues concerning multiple realization. After explaining Kim's problem and where Woodward, List, and Menzies's solution goes wrong, I describe the right solution.
